9.08.010. Disturbing the peace prohibited

(2) It is unlawful for any person to use or operate, or permit the use or
operation of any radio receiver, tape player, disc player, television, musical instrument,
or other machine, instrument, or device for the production or reproduction of sound:

(a) Between the hours of 10:30 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. in a way that is
plainly audible at the immediate property boundary or the exterior wall or structure which
constitutes the boundary of a premises (outside these hours, any such activity or
conduct is regulated by other applicable Code sections); or

(b) On public property or on a public right-of-way at any time so as to
be plainly audible fifty feet (50') from the device. Permits to exceed this Subsection may
be issued pursuant to, and part of a special events permit.

(3) This Section does not apply to the lawful discharge of fireworks as
provided for in state law and this Title.
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
